Transport is a major and rapidly
growing emitter of GHGs, already
accounting for 23% of energy
related CO, emissions worldwide.

Transport is highly vulnerable to
climate change with  much
infrastructure in coastal or river
zones, and its degradation can
severely impact economic activity
and livelihoods of  citizens
worldwide.

Both developed and developing
countries would reap strong
benefits from taking action in
mitigating transport emissions in
the form of better air quality, less
traffic congestion, increased accessibility and reduced traffic noise, but that there are
few incentives to do this under the present regime.

Our group of professional transport organisations, in consultation with a wider
community of transport and climate experts, therefore propose the following
suggestions to the negotiating text to ensure a significant role of sustainable land
transport in the Post-2012 framework, whereby;
